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Winter Vehicle Safety in

the Midwest
by Eileen Miller, Parish Nurse

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The number one factor for winter safety is “Be
Prepared.” Carry a winter survival kit in your car.

Following is a list of the contents of a winter sur-
vival kit:

Warm under clothing and outer clothing; sleeping bag;
show boots; water and coffee can, pot, or disposable
bread pan (to melt snow); large stainless camp cup;
dried fruit, nuts, granola, tea, Swiss Miss; shovel; flash-
light and batteries; camp heat, sterno or emergency
stove; first-aid kit; one or two backpacking meals and
spoon, matches, emergency candles; multi-purpose tool
or knife; colored ribbon (to tie to antenna); 25-50 ft nylon
cord; windshield de-icer and scraper; hand warmers; ski
goggles; compass; road maps; cell phone; batteries; a
good book.

Other Winter Safety Tips:

1. Stay in your vehicle - warm, dry and protected.
2. If you are carrying a cell phone, call 911 and let
them know your location and predicament.

3. Always drive with a full tank of gas.
4. Do not leave the engine
running continuously, just
idle the motor for a few
minutes at a time, about
5-10 minutes in an hour.
5. Make sure the exhaust
system is not damaged
and the tail pipe is clear of
snow and debris. Carbon
monoxide can sneak up
on you without warning.
Ventilate the car by open-
ing a window downwind approximately 1/2 inch.
6. Use your head and your winter survival kit:
put on the warm clothes
wrap up in your sleeping bag
melt snow for water, use sparingly

eat snacks (roasted nuts, dried fruit, granola bars,
chocolate, etc). They will provide the protein and
fat you'll need to keep warm.

Have a safe and happy winter.

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A Two-prong Approach to
Stewardship

Last month we announced a very exciting, two-prong
approach to stewardship, called “The Time for Faith
Is Now”. We asked members to budget for the com-
ing new year— both for the general fund and for a
one-year special project fund for improvements to our
church home. We eventually will need a new furnace
for our office administration and original sanctuary
areas. Our computer system and security system
need updates. Members have expressed interest in
improving our worship center with stained glass win-
dows and additions to the baptismal font area.

We are extremely grateful to our members that have
turned in pledge cards and made commitments to the
Faith Campaign. Unlike our general fund budget,
which is based on giving levels of prior years, the
special projects cannot be funded on faith. Our lead-
ers can only plan for those special projects that the
Faith Campaign pledges are adequate to fund. As of
December 11, we have received 55 commitments for
about $77,000 for special projects. With the pledges
to date, we will be able to complete some of the im-
provements. The Parish Planning Council is in the
process of forming a committee to prioritize the pro-
jects.

While most
members do not fill out a pledge card, all pledges
help in our month-to-month financial planning. The
coming church year promises to be an exciting time.
Our new pastor joins us in January to help the church
continue to serve our growing membership and com-
munity.

Carbon Monoxide
Poisonous—Odorless
Colorless—Tasteless

Winter snows can create drifts that block exhaust vents,
forcing carbon monoxide gas to back-up into your home.
High efficiency appliances and those with power-vent
blowers by definition waste less heat, so the exhaust air
temperature is very low. Often it is too low to melt snow
in a plugged exhaust pipe or vent. Keep sidewall and
direct vents clear of obstructions, drifting snow and
bushes to provide proper ventilation.

Hundreds of people accidentally die
each year from carbon monoxide poi-
soning caused by malfunctioning or im-
properly used fuel-burning appliances.
(EPA data) According to the Journal of
the American Medical Association, car-
bon monoxide is the number one cause
of poisoning deaths in the U.S.

Carbon monoxide gas is produced whenever any fuel,
such as gas, oil, kerosene, wood or charcoal is burned.

Carbon monoxide enters the lungs and blood where it
competes with oxygen normally carried by red blood
cells. Carbon monoxide attaches to the cells 200 times
easier than oxygen. Without oxygen cells begin to die.

Symptoms of Carbon Monoxide Poisoning
Exposure to carbon monoxide can produce flu-like
symptoms such as: headache, nausea, dizziness, con-
fusion, fainting

At higher levels, carbon monoxide exposure can cause
unconsciousness or death.

What to do if you suspect carbon monoxide expo-
sure:
Get out of the house and get fresh air
Call the fire department from a neighbor’s house
If you have symptoms, seek medical help

Protect your family:

- Install carbon monoxide detectors in your home
Properly use and maintain appliances that burn fuel
Have your appliances checked yearly
Check vent pipes, flues, and chimneys for leaks or
blockages
Never use a charcoal grill indoors
Do not use a gas oven to heat your home
Don't sleep in any room with an un-vented, gas
heater
