And a little child shall lead them...

From the time I was a 
little girl, during bedtime 
prayers, a school ager at 
the dinner table, a teen-
ager at the local coffee 
shop and an adult on a 
backyard swingéI have 
been blessed with par-
ents who have carved   
out special times in 
which I am able to share 
my ñHighsò and ñLows.ò  
These moments spent 
have been key in my   
relationship with my 
parents, myself, my 
world and God.  As a 
mother of two incredible 
children my hope was to 
effectively pass this gift 
along to them.   
 
When Elizabeth and 
Murphy were just itty 
bitty we shared 
ñHappiesò and ñSadsò 
during bedtime prayers.  
As they began the GIFT 
Program at Faith Lu-
theran this special time 
came full circle, and they 
were able to experience 
these moments with 
other children and their 
families within a faith 
community.  ñHighsò 
and ñLowsò have posi-
tively impacted their 
lives in such a way that 
they will stop me in the  

middle of the day with-
out a designated mo-
ment to communicate 
what is in their  heads 
and their hearts. I feel 
joyful that when we are 
together we are strong 
in our ñHighsò and 
ñLows,ò but there is so 
much time that they 
spend in the world on 
their own.  How do we 
ever know if what we 
practice within the 
safety of our home and 
church extends out 
there into the great big 
world helping them to 
be confident in who 
they are and filling in 
the cracks when we can-
not?   
 
A few weeks ago I got a 
precious glimpse of 
Murphy affirming that 
he does carry this gift 
with him, and not only 
does he carry it with 
himéhe shares it with 
those around him.  It 
was a Tuesday when I 
went to pick him up 
from childcare after a 
long day at work.  Upon 
walking into his room I 
noticed Murphy kneel-
ing down by one of his 
little friends who had 
tears streaming down  

his face and had himself 
tucked into a corner.   
Neither of the boys        
noticed I was there, so I 
chose to stand back to  
witness what was unfold-
ing.  It was unclear to me 
what had brought this  
little friend of Murphôs to 
tears, but there was my 
dear 3 ½ year old son 
gently holding one of his 
hands as he spoke these 
wordsé ñYou know, it is 
going to be ok.

It  
always makes you feel bet-
ter.ò  Needless to say, that 
night during bedtime 
prayers what I witnessed 
at childcare was my 
ñHighò of  the day that I 
shared with my children.

These moments spent 
with our children have a 
profound ripple effect.  
We are never too young or 
too old for ñHighsò and 
ñLows,ò and it is never too 
late to start.
